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Faculty of Public Health comments on
RST AQMAR document through AoMRC
FPH strongly supports the updated guidance for organisations and individuals from the RST to assure the quality of medical appraisal for revalidation.  A consistently high standard of appraisal across the NHS will help spread best practice, ensuring patient and public safety.
While the role of the Medical Royal Colleges and Faculties has not yet been completed clarified, FPH particularly welcomes the explicit inclusion of Royal College/Faculty assessors in this process.  FPH believes that this specialist input in vital both to adequately appraise practitioners on an annual basis and to maintain standards across the specialty.

As a small, multidisciplinary specialty, public health is likely to be an area where ‘creative solutions’ (Page 13) will need to be considered.  FPH expects all public health practitioners practising at specialist level and included on a specialist register to participate in similar appraisal schemes, regardless of their background.  

Public health practitioners work in a variety of settings and many of them have very few clinical duties, if any.  FPH welcomes the flexibility of language and evidence requirements in this document and its focus on the performance of the individual appraisee and the appraiser/appraising organisation. 

FPH looks forward to working with the AoMRC and all employing organisations across the UK to deliver the programme of enhanced appraisal described in this document.
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
