Information Management Scoping Project

FPH welcomes the dissemination of the scoping document to the Academy of Medical Royal Colleges for comment collectively and individually by Colleges and Faculties.

FPH notes Annex A demonstrating the information flows to support revalidation in Primary and Secondary care and would welcome clarification on the role of Colleges and Faculties in developing e-portfolios. For some time there has been a lack of clarity on responsibility for the development of e-portfolios, their physical location and the detail of data to be held therein. Annex A embeds the e-portfolio entirely in the employer-based appraisal system. While fully supporting the importance of enhanced appraisal as a core element of revalidation, FPH calls for the scoping project to also analyse AoMRCs hybrid model for revalidation and to clarify the role of Colleges and Faculties technological systems and the feedback process for CPD and MSF.

FPH welcomes the inclusion of professional bodies associated with medical revalidation in the description of participation from staff not in the PR&PS team and looks forward to Colleges and Faculties’ input into the process.
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
