	Title and brief description of the project with summary of key roles and outputs expected from the registrar
	FPH articles for Journal of Public Health (JPH) relating to Consultant Appointments and related Workforce Issues. 
The FPH has carried out a detailed study of all advisory appointment committees held in 2013-23. This study has a methodology and recommendations section which would be appropriate for JPH articles but the results and discussion sections need significant pruning/editing. 
Indicatively 2 articles of 2,500- 3,000 words are required with an overview from the President addressing wider public health workforce issues e.g. training places, age structure of consultant workforce. 
The journal papers will summarise inter alia, AAC trends over times; differences by registration body; regional and national variations; DPH post characteristics; & comparison of main employers including advertised pay.
